In 1950, Bill Gillies was tapped to
design contemporary artwork for
the Nancy Drew Mystery Stories
and modernize the covers of
vintage titles from the 1930s. His
first original cover art for the
series was 1950’s marine mystery,
The Secret of the Wooden Lady.
Literarture’s newly released dust
jacket restoration is of a 1950
printing. This was the first volume
of the series to feature one of
Gillies’ most lasting contributions,
the Nancy Drew spine stamp,
featured on all collection titles.

Coming later in May and June,
dust jacket restorations of such
classics as The Mystery of the Ivory
Charm will be added, as well as
prints for titles released only as
picture cover hardbacks, includ-
ing The Phantom of Pine Hill, The
Invisible Intruder and Mystery of
the Glowing Eye.
